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Stewart unbeaten ton
launches season

BRYCE McCANDLISH swings to leg on his way to compiling a
half century for Te Awamutu Sports Gold against Piopio.

Te Awamutu Sports Gold•s Graeme
Stewart provided the fireworks with
an unbeaten 117 in the first of two
weeks of Waikato Valley 20/20 cricket.

The former Northern Districts B
captain smashed 17 fours and four
sixes, bringing up his century in the
15th over.

The Gold team posted a formidable
163/1 batting first against Leamington
at Te Awamutu College on Saturday.

Leamington fell 16 runs short of
their target, bowled out for 147.

Stewart completed a fine double for
the match, with bowling figures of
3-21.

A fine knock of 58 by keeper/
batsman Bryce McCandlish could not
prevent the Gold team from losing
their earlier match of the day to
Piopio by seven runs.

Piopio were bowled out for 117,
with Andy Conners scoring 51, and
Josh Gibbs claiming 3-32 for the Gold
team.

The Gold team were dismissed for
110, with Conners claiming four
wickets.

Te Awamutu Sports Green team
opened their season with a mixed bag
at Morrinsville, beating a strong Cam-
bridge A side by 47 runs, and losing to
Morrinsville by 25 runs.

The Green team•s total of 122/4
proved too tough for Cambridge, who
could only muster 75/7 against an
attack spearheaded by Jared Bayly
(0-3 off four overs) and Mark Thorsen
(3-14 off three overs).

Daniel West (37) and Thorsen
(35no) were the Green team•s top run
scorers.

71, Matt Thomas 44) beat Te Awamutu
Sports Green 133/7 (Hamish Forsman
47) in game two at the Morrinsville
Recreation ground.

All members of Maniapoto descent are invited to register on the MMTB tribal register. 
Only registered Maniapoto members 18 years of age and over will receive voting 
packs and will be eligible to vote. Registration forms are available from the contacts 
list below and on the MMTB website. Registrations for the purpose of voting on the 
mandating proposal will close on September 29, 2008.
