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Hat-trick of big wins for
local cricket teams

All three local teams recorded
massive victories in Waikato
Valley cricket limited overs
competitions.

Te Awamutu Sports Green
dealt to Mercury Bay by 158 runs
in Whitianga, Te Awamutu
Sports Gold thrashed
Leamington by 211 runs at
Albert Park and Pirongia swept
aside Te Aroha by nine wickets.

The long trek to the Coroman-
del had no ill effects on the Te
Awamutu Sports Green batsmen
as they posted the highest total of
the day on Saturday, 309/9.

A fine 113 run fourth wicket
stand between Hamish Forsman
(85) and Mark Thorsen (65) lay
the foundation for the large total.
Forsman struck 10 fours and
Thorsen seven fours and one six.

Other useful contributions
came from Janus Botha (34) and
Daniel West (31).

Pete Wildbore was the pick of
the Mercury Bay bowlers with
3-49.

Forsman completed an out-
standing double claiming 4-41
with his left-arm spin in Mer-
cury Bay’s reply of 151 all out.
Pace bowlers Peter West (2-15)
and Andrew Lawry (2-26) made
early inroads into the batting
line-up.

Top scorer for the sea-siders
was S. Pullin with an unbeaten
57.

Pirongia A made no race of it
once gaining the ascendancy
over Te Aroha.

Electing to bat first, Te Aroha
raced to 53/1 in 11 overs. But
first change bowler Andrew
McPherson continued his good
form with figures of 4-22 off 10
overs — all but bringing a halt to
Te Aroha’s scoring. After his
first over went for eight runs,
McPherson’s next nine overs
went for just 14 runs, with four
wickets to boot.

Unlike last week, Pirongia
maintained the pressure, dis-
missing Te Aroha for 111.

Top scorers for Te Aroha
were B. Revell (22) and R. Hewitt
(24).

Andrew Parsons chimmed in
with 2-34 off 10 overs for
Pirongia, while Luke O’Dwyer
got two runouts, including the
ever dangerous Revel.

Pirongia reached the total, for
the loss of just one wicket in the
27th over, with Mark Harrison
(46no) and Richard Douch
(57no).

Wicket-keeper/batsman
Bryce McCandlish provided the
fireworks with an unbeaten 96
for Te Awamutu Sports Gold
against Leamington.

His knock, laced with 10 fours
and two sixes, set up a total of
280/5 in 45 overs.

McCandlish featured in a fine
stand with Graeme Stewart (44).

Leamington were bundled out
for a paltry 69 in reply, having no
answer to the wiles of the
Webber cousins, Stewart (3-9)
and Graeme (3-27).

A sparkling new trophy will be at stake for relay
teams in this year’s Maungatautari 100km cycle race
and fun ride on Sunday, November 23.

Mike Livingstone of Livingstone Builders has
sponsored a cup for the winning team, along with
medals for those in the first, second and third placed
teams.

Livingstone’s have been involved in the Te
Awamutu Rotary/Te Awamutu Sports Cycling Club
event since it started two years ago.

‘‘We sponsored the winning prize for the first two
years but were offered the opportunity to sponsor
the team’s event this year,’’ says Livingstone.

‘‘Maungatautari is a great cycling event, right
here in our backyard and our firm wants to be part of
it.

‘‘Cycling is very strong in this area.’’
The Livingstone relay teams of three event is

open to riders of all abilities and ages.
Each rider covers a third of the 100km, with

transition stations at Out In The Sticks (Pukeatua)
and at the entrance to the Karapiro Domain.

Over $5000 in prizes, plus a great array of spot
prizes are up for grabs in the third annual
Maungatautari 100km Classic, 30km fun ride and
Livingstone team’s relay.

Entries are still being taken for all three sections
of the event. Entry forms are available from cycle
shops and information centres.

The picturesque course around Maungatautari
Mountain was given the thumbs up again last year
by a classy field of 250 riders in the Classic, including
Olympians and several New Zealand representa-
tives.

Organising spokesperson, Liz Wright says she is
hoping for 500 riders this year after numbers
doubled last year from the inaugural event in 2006.

‘‘It’s getting bigger and better each year, hope-
fully it will become as popular as the likes of the
160km Round Lake Taupo Challenge in years to
come.’’

Participants entering the 30km fun ride are

encouraged to dress up as there are prizes for the
best dressed riders. The fun ride is to encourage the
family riders — the Bouma family of 16 all entered
last year.

Te Awamutu’s Brian Edwards
will have to upstage national
champion Shaun Cooke to retain
his South Pacific minisprint title
at McDonald’s Kihikihi Speedway
on Sunday.

The 18-year-old, defending
champion, in car 72K, is one of the
red hot favourites, having been a
consistent front runner in the
class for the past two seasons.

His main rival is undoubtedly
1NZ Cooke, who has enjoyed more
than his share of success at
Kihikihi over the years.

Other contenders for the
Motor Preparations sponsored
minisprint championship include
6R Mark Flower, 14H Jason
Bryant, 17H Jarvis Tidd and 81P
Sean Rice.
